Pastoral Perspective: After Charlottesville 
    
If, like me, you were shocked and sickened, and frankly scared, by what you saw in the wake of the violent Charlottesville 

demonstration you may be wondering: ñIn the face of such ugliness and evil, as a Christian what should I do?ò 

 

Iôm not sure I have the perfect answer to that ï and I certainly canôt offer a complete answer in the limited space available here ï  

but I do think it is important that we at least begin to address the issue as a community of faith.  And I think it is important that we 

clarify what we believe to be central to our Christian faith, and state clearly what it is we stand for.   

 

First, we need to be clear about whatôs going on.  This was not a disagreement between well-intentioned people who find 

themselves at different places along the political spectrum.  What we witnessed was an overt act of racism, by a variety of  

white supremacist groups, designed to sow discord and intimidate those they whom they hate and blame.   

 

So back to the original question:  What should we, do as followers of Jesus Christ?   

 

Perhaps the first place we should begin is where Jesus said we should always begin: with repentance.  When Jesus began his 

public ministry the first word he uttered was: ñThe time has come! The kingdom of God is drawing near; so repent and believe in 

the good news.ò (Mark 1:15).  Repentance means to face the truth and commit to moving in a new direction.  We need to confront 

the fact that the sin of racism is still alive-and-well in our society at large, and perhaps more importantly, we each need to examine 

our own attitudes and assumptions regarding the worth and value of ñothers.ò  

 

I also think it is important as a people of faith that we say, not just what we are against, but what we stand for.  In the passage 

quoted above, Jesus also told us to ñBelieve in the Good News.ò  Well, what is that ñgood news?ò  Is it not that God loves usé 

that God loves every one of uséand that includes those who are like us, and those who are not (see Ephesians 2:14). This is the 

ñkingdomò that Jesus came to proclaim and usher us intoéthis is central to what we believe. 

 

Next, we need to pray:  We need to lift up those who are the victims of hate and violence.  We need to pray for peace.  And we 

need to pray for Godôs action and our own:  ñThy Kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heavenò (Matthew 6:10).   

 

And finally we need to put hands and feet to those prayers by doing justice, showing compassion, and pursuing reconciliation, with 

humility.  Jesus commands us to: ñlove your enemies and pray for those who persecute you/othersò (Matthew 5:44).  That doesnôt 

mean accepting or tolerating injustice, but neither does it mean responding to hate with hate and violence with violence.  No, Paul 

says, ñWe are not to ñbe overcome by evil, but rather overcome evil with goodò (Rom. 12:21).
